Four years ago, a promise to open our hearts to deprived children and women 
in Kolkata, and change their lives for ever gave birth to Promise World Wide.  
Starting with only 10 kids from the slum of Atghara, a dream that Jaya and 
Sushmita had, took shape into a project that feeds and educates sixty children 
today. These children come from abjectly poor families and different religious 
denominations.  Atghara is a full fledged facility today providing education, 
nutritious meals, medical checkups and also emotional support for those who 
need it.  The children are thriving and are eager to come to the project everyday 
and are making tremendous progress in their personal development.  We are in 
the process of trying to provide some vocational training to the mothers as well, 
who have shown a lot of interest in the matter lately. 
 
Our newest project is Nababpur.  Built on the same guide lines as Atghara it too 
is providing nutrition and education to children in a even more rural area on the 
outskirts of Kolkata.   
 
We are very much happy and humbled by the success of our efforts.  We know 
we could not have done this without the support of all our friends and well 
wishers all over the world.  We take this opportunity to thank each and every 
one of you for all your help. The children know that they would not be where 
they are today with a right to have dreams of their own and an opportunity to 
turn them into reality without all of you and they join us in expressing our 
gratitude.  
 

Celebrating Indian Independence Day 
On August 15, 2007 Promise celebrated India’s 60th Independence Day. The 
celebration included national songs by the children conducted by their music 
teacher, sit-and-draw competition. The days highlight was sumptuous lunch for 
everyone.

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Project: Atghara 
 
The children at the project Atghara attend the local Government schools.  Promise provides 
them with the required uniforms, books, workbooks, pencils, erasers etc that almost none of the 

children can afford.  They come to the project 
building in the morning where they get help 
with their homework.  There are three 
teachers who break them up into groups 
according to their grades and capabilities and 
give them lessons in English, History, 
Geography, Science and Math.  Then they eat 
their midday meal that is prepared by a cook 
on the premises and leave for their respective 
schools.  
 
We have a new teacher who is providing 
tuition to some of the children in advanced 

English.  This will help them not only in school, also with learning computers as well, as there 
are many terminologies that have no direct Bengali (the indigenous language of the children) 
translation. 
 
The children are getting computer lessons from Atri, who is a boy of 11years of age only.  He is 
the son of one of the teachers, and is fortunate to be attending one of the best English medium 
schools in the area, where they learn computers amongst other things.  He thought if he could 
teach these less fortunate but similar aged 
children following the same guidelines of his 
own class, then these kids would find learning 
a new concept much easier.  He has started 
this only lately but the children have taken to 
him readily and with avid interest.  The fact 
that they are so close in age has boosted their 
‘can do’ attitude significantly. 
 
We are happy to say that some of our girls are 
busy making preparations for their school 
leaving exams and are looking forward to 
enrolling in college.  They are our pride and it 
warms our heart to have made a difference in their outlook on life to where they are looking 
forward to studying and standing on their own feet as opposed to marrying and getting 
employed as domestic help following the footsteps of their mothers… 
 

Project: Nababpur 
 
This is our newest project.  It is located a little outside of Kolkata proper and is semi-rural in 
nature.  Here we have one hundred children, unfortunately with many more clamoring to join.  
This project is identical to the Atghara in its concept and day to day running.   The teachers of 

this project were hired by our Project Director 
and trained at our Atghara centre to maintain a 
similar profile. 
 
The local elders reiterated the fact that this 
locality is fortunate to get promise’s help for 
the general upliftment of its people. They 
pleaded to make it a success. 
On the opening day Sudeshna Chatterjee was 
present to inaugurate from Promise, apart from 
Joy and the Atghara teachers. The Project is 
running for ten days now.
